Minnesota Statutes 2006, section 97A.475, subdivision 6, is amended to
read:
Subd. 6. Resident fishing. Fees for the following licenses, to be issued to residents
only, are:

(1) to take fish by angling, for persons under age 70, $17;

(2) to take fish by angling, for persons age 70 and over, $8.50;

(3) to take fish by angling, for a combined license for a married couple, $25;
3 (4) to take fish by spearing from a dark house, $17; and
5 (5) to take fish by angling for a 24-hour period selected by the licensee, $8.50.
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
